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DIVING BOARD

Equipment:

5 counters and a playing board.

Rules:

This 1s a game for two people, but could be played by three.

The circle in the middle is the swimming pool and the 5 rectangles are the
diving boards.

A counter is placed on each of the larger circles at the far end of each board
- these are your divers.

The player going first moves any one counter or diver along any number of
circles towards the pool.

Once a diver is at the end of the diving board they can dive into the pool.
Then the second player has his/her turn.
The player who is last to move one of the divers into the pool is the winner.

On the next page you will find a board which can be printed out onto card.
It is a good idea to cut out and either laminate or 'sticky back' this board.

Alternative rules:

1.Divers can dive straight in or have to stop at the end of the board - making
diving in a new move.

2. The player who is last to move one of the divers into the pool is the loser.
